Central  Powers  Said  to  Have  Offered  Little  Coun- 
try Alternative  of  Restoration  and  Reparation  or 

Destruction  of  All  Her  Public  Property,  Her

PEOPLE  TOLD  TO  INSIST 
UPON  IMMEDIATE  PEACE 

Expressions  of  Public  Men  and  Newspapers  in 
London  Show  Sentiment  Strongly  Against  Ger- 

man Proposal  in  Present  Form — Guarantees  for 
Future  Are  Necessary.

HOUR  IS  CRmCAL 

LONDON,  Dae  13.— Tho  DaUy  Tele- 
graph today  print*  prominently  tha  fol- 

lowing: 

"We  have  received  Information  from 
an  unimpeachable  Marcs  that  tha  Can* 
trsl  Powara  recently  offered  psaca  to 
Belgium  on  the  following   terms: 

"The  Belgian*  are  Invited  to  Inaiat 
upon  Immediate  peace.  In  return  for 
this,  their  country  will  ha  restored  to 

t  ̂ dependence  guaranteed,  and 
financial  gatatance  given  for  ita  eco- 

nomic rehabilitation. 

"In  the  event  of  theae  terms  being  re- 
fused, the  Intimation  haa  bean  given 

Belgium  that  her  very  existence —  her 
monument b,  her  public  buildings,  and 

even  bar  towns — are  threatened." 
Sentiment  la  London 

A  strong  current  of  public  sentiment 
opposed  to  the  German  pesca  proposal 
was  evident  in  tha  expressions  last 
night,  both  of  public  men  and  the  Brit- 

ish press,  although  theae  were  without 
any  word  from  high  authoritative 
sources  indicating  the  sttltuda  of  tha 
Government.  • 

It  was  noticeable. .  that,  the  proposal 
had  not  created  any  profound  impres- 

sion Among  the  average  Londoners. 
There  was  little  talk  in  the  hotela  or 
otbar  public  places. 
Government  circle*  glea  .  held  .  aloof 

from  any  discussion.  The  Foreign  Of- 
fice would  make  no  comment  In  the 

absence  of  terms,  but  Indicated  that  the 
British  attitude  up  to  the  preeent  was 
embodied  In  tbe  declarations  made  from 
time  to  time  by  former  Premier  Asquith 
and  Viscount  Grey,  and  that  any  new 

proposals  would'  have  to  be  considered 
by  all  the  Entente  Allies  before  a  defi- 

nite   attitude   was    possible. 
Those  |n  close  association  with  the 

new  Government  took  the  view  that  the 

proopaale  would  prove  entirely  unaceep- 
fiflWIr  mainly  because  they ,,-jrero  not 
likely  to  touch  what  the  ruling  author- 

ities regard  as  guarantees  against  Ger- 
man militarism  that  Will  permit  Eng- 
land, France,  and  their  Allies  to  de- 

mobilise their  vaat  armies,  reduce  their 
enormous  military  expense,  and  return 
to  lasting  conditions  of  peace. 

Dome  expressions  indicating  the  gen- 
eral drift  of  sentiment  were  aa  follows: 

Sir  Arthur  Conan  Poyle:  "We  want  to 
know  more  about  the  terms,  for  without 

them,  the  Imperial  Chancellor's  sugges- 
tion of  peace  la  preposterous  and  ridicu- 

lous. We,  too,  are  conscious  of  vic- 
tory, and  hie  boastings  will  be  laughed 

st," 
The  Marquis  of  Londonderry:  "We 

have  got  to  win  the  war.  Peace  at.  the 
present  time  would  be  disastrous  to  the 
nation  and  the  Empire.  It  ia  only  a 
question  of  time,  and  we  will  win  out 

absolutely." 
Principal  Burrows,  of  King's  College: 

"NO  peace  la  possible  on  the  basis  that 

Germany    ls^  victorious." 

81r  Gilbert  Parker,  after  mingling 
with  hla  associates  in  the  House  of 

Commons,  eald:  "Thin  la  clearly  a 
political  manoeuvre,  designed  to  Impreaa 
tha  world  aa  s  dramatic  stroke,  but 
having  little  serious  purpose  toward  se- 

curing an  enduring  peace.  One  of  the 
chief  essentials  of  any  peace  would  he 
auch  s  curbing  of  German  militarism 
that  a  resumption  of  the  present  con- 

flict would  be  Impoaaible.  Without  such 
a  guaranty  England  and  France  would 
be  compelled  aa  a  matter  of  self-defence 
to  retain  vaat  armies,  and  thua  continue 
the  enormous  war  bureaus  of  the  pres-

RIOTS  IN  HAMBURG

that  it  is  estimated  that  more  than  20,- 
000  people  participated  In  the  rioting, 
and  that  a  thouaand  were  wounded  or 
killed.  r

ance, and  It  was  necessary  to  send 

troops  to  Hamburg  on  special  trains 
from    Berlin.

PARIS,  Dec.  IS. — The  members  of  the 
new  cabinet,  after  having  been  presented 
to  President  Poincsre,  held  their  first 
meeting,  which  lasted  until  midnight.

General  P.  J.  K.  Gouraud.  who  was  In 
command  of  ths  French  Bxpedltlonsry 
Force  at  the  Dardanelles,  but  waa 
wounded  and  Invalided  home,  haa  been 
appointed  to  succeed  General  Lyaatey 
aa  French  resident-general  in  Morroeeo. 

TORONTO,  Dec.  II.— J.  W.  Flavelle, 
chairman  of  the  imperial  Munitions 
Board,  who  returned  from  England  a 

few  daya  ago,  thla  afternoon,'  accom- panied by  Col.  (Bdwards,  Inspector-gen- 
eral of  munitions,  and  Messrs.  Gordon 

and  Fitxgerald,  of  the  munitions  board, 
met  two  hundred  leading  munlttona 
manufacturers  from  all  over  v. Ontario.. 

Mr.  Flavelle,  who  aald  he  was  Just 
from  the  heart  of  a  nation  which  was 
a  westing  blood  to  win  the  war,,  blunt- 

ly told  the  manufacturers ' that  Canada 
had  failed  to  make  good  her  promises 
to  Britain  in  the  matter  of  delivery  of 
munitions.  ■  ."...' 

He  stated  that  In  '  the  Inspection 
houses  In  Britain  be  had  seen  Cana- 

dian shells  which  were  faulty.  Good 
shells  meant  victory,  but  defective  shells 
were   deadly   to   our   gunners.

GERMANS  CLAIM  SUCCESS 
ON  MANY  PARTS  OF  LINE 

Say  Russian  Attacks  in  Carpathians  Were  Repulsed 
and  More  Places  in  Roumania  Taken — Bulgar- 

ians Report  Occupation  of  Northern  Bank  of, 

Danube  to  Tchernavoda*  \ 

PETROGRAD,  Dee.  IS. — The  failure 
Of  Teutonic  attacks  in  Roumania  ia  re- 

ported in  today's  communication  from 
the  War  Office,  which  follows: 
"On  the  Roumanian  front  cm  Sunday 

the  enemy  made  unsuccessful  sttseke  In 
ths  valley  of  the  river  Buaeu,  north  of 
Tahlgtsu  on  the  river  Krikov  and  west 
of  Mlsll. 

"In  Dobrudja  sn  exchange  of  fire  la 
proceeding. 

suuupu  '  srpsininns  xne  enemy 
conducted  attacks  at  a  point  five  verata 
northeast  of  ChUjena  and  in  the  region 

of  Cspul  mountain.  Both  attacks  were 

arrested  by  our  Ore.  • "In  the  region  east  of  Belborts  tha 
attacking  enemy  waa  beaten  back.  Our 
detachments  pursued  them  and  captured 

two  heights 
"In  the  valley  of  the  Sultan  river  en- 

emy attacks  were  repulsed  on  the  front 
six  verses  northeast  of  Glaahlutte,  south 
of  the  valley  of  the  Usui  river.  We 

gained   one   of   the   heights." 

Attempt  Made  to  Show  That 

It  Is  Contrary  to  Interna- 
tional Law — Glossing  Over 

Treacherous  Attack. 

WASHINGTON,  Dec.  IS.— Tho  text  of 
Greece's  protest  to  tha.  Allies  against 
tho  blockade  of  the  Greek  porta  estab- 

lished since  Friday  by  the  Anglo- 
French  fleet  was  made  public  here  to- 

day by  the  Greek  Legation.  At  the 
■MlhTi  llBga  a  i  njiji  Was  presented  to  tha State  Department  for  Re  information. 

"Greece,  who  is  at  peace  with  tha 

Pewera  of  the  Entente,"  aaya  tho  com- munication, "and  has  never  ceased  giv- 

ing them  the  moit  •  striking  proofs  of 
her  firm  dealre  to  maintain  friendly  re- 
lstions  snd  mutual  confidence,  sees  with 
grief  that  these  very  name  powers  have 
recouree  .  against  her  to  a  measure 
which  Is  contrary,  to  the  rules  of  In- 

ternational law  and  the  principles  of 
international   Justice  snd   freedom. 

"Mis  Royal  Hellenic  Government,  ex- 
pecting that  the  Allied  Governments 

will  be  good  enough  to  laform  them  on 
what  ground  auch  a  measure  has  been 
taken  and  of  the  nature  of  the  blockade 
they  have  decided  upon,  pro  testa  firmly 
and  legitimately  against  such  measures 
taken  against  a  neutral  and  friendly 

nation."

He  wea  living  at  the  time  In  a  fur- nished cottage  at  4*10  North  Ferdinand 
Sweat  "i  think  it  waa  for  the  Tai- 

thyblus  or  tbs  Bhensel  Maru — I  can't 
remember  wblch. 

"I  placed  forty  sticks  of  dynamite 
in  a  suit  case,  split  one  of  them,  in- 

serted a  fuse  aad  wrapped  the  contents 
In  a  square  yard  of  asbestos.  I  thought 
the  fuse  would  mat  about  three  days." 

"Waa  there  any  conversation  between 
you  nnd  Mr.  Crowley  concerning  tees 
of  lifer'  United  States  District  Attor- 

ney John  W.  Preston  interrupted. 
"No  air,"  replied  Smith. 

"Mr.  Crowley  came  hack  about  6:15," 
Smith  continued.  "I  ahowed  him  the 
bombs  I  bad  prepared.  Then  we  took 
It  down  town  and  I  hid  it  beside  a  atump 
about  lto  feet  from  the  Tacoma  High 
School.  Tbe  Talthyblus  waa  loading 
with  crated  automobiles  that  ware  be- 

ing carried  out -on  flat  care.  Mr.  Crow- 
ley toM  me  to  put  the  bomb  to  one  of 

those  orates,  which  he  said  were  going 
to  Russia.  Then  he  went  back  to  his 

hoteL "I  went  down  and  tried  to  lift  a  board 
from  one  of  the  crates.

Woodland,  neer  Tacoma,  that  Smith 
might  have  an  excuse  for  having  dyna- 

mite to  hie  possession.

BERLIN,  Dm.  1  J.— Chancellor  von 
Bctbraan-Hollweg's  speech  la  reported 

by  the  Oversees  News  Agency  as  foi- lows: 

Chancellor  von  Bethmann-Hollweg  to- 
day announced  to  the  Reichstag  that 

(Jermany.  together  with  her  Allies,  con* 
•clou*  of  their  responsibility  before 
Uod,  before  their  own  nations,  before 
Humanity,  had  proposed  thle  morning  to 
the  hostile  powers  to  eater  on  peace 
negotiations. 

Practically  all   the   members   of   Par- 
liament answered  the  unexpected  sum- 

mons.    The  crowded  house  and  thronged 
anilerlee  listened  In     attentive     silence 

'  when  the  Chancellor  rose  for  his  epeech. 
The  Chancellor  first  outlined  the  ex- 

traordinary political  situation  and  then. 

Instating  upon  the  achievements  of  the 
Central  Powers,  made  an  announcement 

which  possibly  may  be  the  turning- point  in  the  war  which  for  more  than 
two  years  has  held  the  world  under  Its 
spell.     The  Chancellor  said: 

"The  Reichstag  had  not  been  adjourn- 
ed for  a  long  period,  but  fortunately  it 

was  left  to  the  discretion  of  the  presi- 
dent as  to.  the  day  of  the  next  meeting. 

This  decision  was  caused  by  the  hope 

that  soon  happy  events  In  the  field 
would  be  recorded,  a  hope  fulfilled 

quicker,  almost,  than  expected.  I  shall 
be  brief,  for  actions  speak  for  them- 

selves." 

■atraaee  of  aVmmsala 

The  Chancellor  said  Roumania  had 
entered  the  war  In  order  to  roll  up  the 
German  positions  in  the  Blast  and  those 

of  Germany's  allies.  At  the  same  time, 
the  grand  offensive  on  the  Bomme  had 
as  Its  objective  to  pierce  the  German 
Western  front  and  the  renewed  Italian 

attacks  were  intended  to  paralyse  Aus- tria-Hungary. 

"The  situation  was  serious,"  the  Chan- 
cellor continued,  "but  with  Ood'e  help 

our  troops  shaped  conditions  so  as  to 
give  us  security,  which  not  only  Is 
complete,  but  still  more  so  than  ever 
before.  The  Western  front  stands  Not 
only  does  it  stand,  but  in  spite  of  the 
.Roumanian  campaign,  It  is  fitted  out 

with  larger  reserves  of  men  and  ma- 
terial than  It  had  been  formerly.  The 

most  effective  precautions  have  been 
taken  against  all  Italian  diversions,  ana 
while  on  the  Bomme  and  on  the  Carso 
the  drum  fire  resounded,  while  the 
Russians  launched  troops  against  the 
Eastern  frontier  of  Transylvania,  Field 
Marshal  von  Hlndenburg  coptured  the 
whole  of  Western  Wallachia  and  the 
hostile  capital  of  Bucharest,  leading 
with  unparalleled  genius  the  troops  that 
In  competition  with  all.  the  Allies  made 
possible  what  hitherto  was  considered 
Impossible. 

atlndenburg  Goes  On 

"And  Hlndenburg  does  not  rest  Mili- 
tary operations  progress  By  strokes 

of  the  sword,  at  the  same  time  firm 
foundations  for  our  economic  needs  have 
been  laid.  Great  stocks  of  grain,  vic- 

tuals, oil,  and  other  goods  fell  Into  our 

hands  In  Roumania.  Their  "  transport 
has  begun.  In  spite  of  scarcity,  we  could 

have  lived  on  our  'own  supplies,  but 
now  our  safety  is  beyond  question. 

"To  these  great  events  on  land,"  the 
Chancellor  continued,  "heroic  deeds  of 
equal  Importance  are  added  by  our  sub- 

marines. The  spectre  of  famine,  which 
our  enemies  Intended  to  appear  before 
us,  now  pursues  them  without  mercy. 
When  after  the  termination  of  the  first 
year  of  the  war  the  Emperor  addressed 
the  nation  In  a  public  appeal,  he  aald: 

'Having  witnessed  such  great  events,  my 
heart  was  filled  with  awe  and  determin- 

ation.' 

"Neither  our  Emperor  nor  our  nation 
changed  their  minds  in  this  respect. 
Neither  have  they  now.  The  genius  and 
heroic  acts  of  our  leaders  have  fash- 

ioned these  facts  as  firm  as  Iron.  If 

the  enemy  counted  upon  the  weariness 
of  the  Central  Powers,  then  he  was  de- ceived. 

Nation  at  Work 

'The  Reichstag,  by  means  of  the  na- 
tional auxiliary  war  service  law,  helped 

to  build  a  new  offensive  and  defensive 
bulwark  In  the  midst  of  the  great 

struggle,"  the  Chancellor  continued. 
Behind  the  fighting  army  stands  the 
nation  at  work — the  gigantic  force  of 
tht-  nation  working  for  the  common  aim. 

'The  Empire  Is  not  a  besieged  fort- 
ress, as  our  adversaries  imagine,  but 

one  gigantic  and  firmly  disciplined 
camp  with  Inexhaustible  resources. 
That  Is  the  German  Empire  which  Is 
firmly  and  faithfully  united  with  its 
brothers  In  arms,  who  have  been  tested 
In  battle  under  the  Austro-Hungarlan, 
Turkish  and  Bulgarian  flags.  Not  con- 

fused by  asservatlone,  we  progress  with 
firm  decision  and  we  thus  continue  our 

progress,  always  ready  to  defend  our- 

selves and  fight  for  our  nations'  exist- 
ence, for  its  free  future,  and  always 

ready  to  stretch  out  our  hand  for 

peace.  *

archy, after  almost  60  years  of  un- 
broken peace,  found  itself  compelled  to 

draw  the  sword,  this  weighty  decision 
was  animated  neither  by  aggressive  pur- 

poses nor  by  designs  of  conquest,  but 

solely  by  the  bitter  necessity  of  self- 

defence."

PRINCE  OYAMA  DEAD 

Distinguished     Japanese     General     Who 

Directed   His  Country's   armies 
la  Basstaa  War 

TOKYO,  Deo.  12. — Field  Marshal 

Prince  Iwao  Oyama,  commander-in- chief  of  the  Manchurlan  army  of  Japan 

during  the  Russo-Japanese  war,  is 
dead. 

Field  Marshal  Prince  Oyama  shared 
with  Field  Marshal  Prince  Yamagata 

the  highest  military  and  civil  honors 
In  the  gift  of  the  Emperor.  Both  were 
military  councillors.  Prince  Oyama 
hailed  from  Satsuma.  He  was  born  in 

the  thirteen — the  year  of  tempo  (1S42). 
He  was  a  cousin  of  the  famous  Salgo 

Takamori,  who  headed  the  Satsuma  re- 

bellion in   1877--78. 
Oyama  fought  on  the  side  of  the  Im- 

perialist forces  during  the  War  of  the 
Restoration.  He  was  dispatched  to 
Europe  to  study  military  methods  at 

ths  tims  of  the  Franco-Prussian  War, 
when  he  attached  himself  to  the  Prus- 

sian forces 

ShorUy  after  his  return  the  Satsu- 
ma rebellion  broke  out  (1877)  .and 

Oyama  commanded  a  brigade  of  the  Im- 
perial forces  dispatched  against  his 

cousin.  Oyama  did  not  hesitate  to  ap- 

ply his  Western  skill  and  experience  to 
the  undoing  of  his  rebellious  cousin, 
and  returned  In  triumph  to  Tokyo.  He 
was  soon  afterwards  promoted  to  the 

rank  of  lieutenant-general  and  appoint- 

ed chief  of  the  general  staff.  In  1880 
he  was  given  a  portfolio  as  Minister  of 
War.  In  1894,  when  the  war  with  China 
broke  out,  he  went  to  Manchuria  in 
command  of  the  second  army,  which 

captured  Port  Arthur  and  Wel-Hal-WeL 
At  the  close  of  the  struggle  hs  was  pro- 

moted to  the  rank  of  marquis 

In  1898  Oyama  had  been  made  field 
marshal.  In  the  war  with  Russia 

Oyama  acted  as  commander-in-chief. 
A  prlcedora  was  bestowed  upon  him  for his   victorious  achievement. 

His  Wife.  Princess  Oyama,  Is  a  well 
known  personality  in  Japan.  She  was 
among  ths  first  of  ths  girl  students 
sent  abroad  by  ths  Empress  la  the 

early   seventies.

during  the  next  day  or  so.    • 
The  price  of  flour,  however,  has  not 

yet  got  low  enough  for  Victoria  bakers 
to  consider  a  reduction  In  the  price  of 
bread.  No  such  action  will  be  taken 
until  n  barrel  sella  under  $10  again. 

In  Vancouver  on  Monday  bread 
prices  were  actually  Increased  through 
the  inauguration  by  the  bakers  of  a 
new-slsed  loaf.  As  in  Victoria,  a  10* 
ounce  loaf  has  keen  sold  for  Bo  and  a. 
22-ounce  loaf  for  10c.  Now,  however, 
the  Vancouver  bakers  have  gone  hack 
te  the  pound  loaf,  for  which  the  price 
la  8c.  It  means  that  the  consumer  gets 
$0  ounces  less  of  bread  for  $1.  The 
change  waa  mads  through  the  efforts  of 
the  bakers  to  foroe  the  grocers  to  ac- 

cept a  profit  of  lc  a  loaf.  They  had 

been  getting  one  oent  ofi  the  10-ounce 
loaf  and  two  cents  on  the  SS-ounoe  loaf.

"Any  scheme  that  does  not  boll  down 
to  fixing  taxation  on  such  a  basis  that 
the  property  can  afford  to  pay  la  no good,"  he  said. 

According  to  City  Comptroller  Bay- 
mur  the  whole  trouble  la  with  the  con- 

dition of  semi-business  property,  chief- 
ly in  the  area  hounded  by  Pandora  and 

Hillside  Avenues,  and  Blanahard  and 
Cook  Streets.  In  this  district  there  la 
no  Inducement  for  the  owners  to  pay. 
The  properties  are  aasstssd  too  high 

and  loaded  down  "to  the  neck"  with 
local  improvement  and  cluster  light 
charges.  There  Is  not  a  very  large 
amount  of  residential  property  in  ar- rears. 

Figures  prepared  by  the  comptroller 
Show  that  tho  arrears  of  general  taxes 

from  10ia  to  the  end  of  1010  are  81,397.- 
008.84.  The  arrears  for  local  improve- 

ment and  expropriation  taxes  amount 
to  $070,818*8.  There  are  6,087  lota  as- 

sessed at  $23,860,107  are  in  arrears  for 
local  improvement  taxes  for  1014,  101$ 
and  101$.  Assessments  on  6,144  lota 
valued  at  $30,840,860  have  been  paid. 
Besides  these  two  classes  there  are 
$.028  lots  asaessed  at  $7,280,259  where 
no  local  Improvement  has  been  made, 
but  which  will  nevertheless  be  affected 
by  any  redistribution  of  Improvement 
assessments.  If  the  city  aa  a  whole 
assumed  the  local  Improvement  charges 
aa  suggested  In  the  preliminary  sug- 

gestions of  Alderman  Todd  these  unim- 
proved properties  would  have  to  bear 

Part  of  the  local  improvement  charges 
although  they  themselves  have  not  been 
benefited  directly. 

In  his  survey  of  conditions  Alderman 
Todd  gave  instances  of  Where  property 

owners  have  not  been  given  "a  fair 
deal."  The  liability  against  many  of 
tba  properties  Is  greater  than  what  by 
any  stretch  of  the  Imagination  they  can 
be  thought  to  be  worth. 

For  the  widening  .  and  Improvement 
of  one  block  of  Shelbourne  Street  the 
estimated  coat  waa  $1$,$$$.  The  actual 
amount  apent  on  the  work  turned  out 
to  he  $20,744.01,  while  the  actual  total 
cost  of  the  work  came  to  $29,177.74, 
because  of  $8,433.13  Incurred  for  bank 
Interest  and  debenture  discount  This 
$8,433.13  has  to  be  taken  care  of  by 
ten  annual  payments,  each  of  about 
$140,  together  with  Interest  at  6  per 
cent  on  the  amount,  which  would  nuke 
$420.  Thla'  gives  $1,800,  or  more  than 
$  per  oent  on  the  $30,000  actually 
spent  on  the  work,  or  an  average  addi- 

tional Interest  rate  of  over  $  per  cent 
for  the  ten-year  period.  That  Is  on 
the  $20,coo  actually  expended.  gup- 
posing  the  debentures  are  sold  at  $ 
per  cent,  it  waa  neceaeary  to  add  an  ad- 

ditional 6  per  cent,  making  an  interest 
rate  of  10  per  cent  a  year  on  the 
amount  spent  on  the  work. 

In  connection  with  the  Denman  Street 
expropriation  one  of  the  typical  lota  on 
the  street  aasessed  at  $$$$  is  taxed 
$  180.70  a  year.  Thla  owner  got  no 
money  for  the  expropriation,  as  the 
land  waa  taken  off  the  other  side  of 
the. street.  In  another  case  a  property 

-valued  at  $$,000  baa  an  aggregated  im- 
provement assessment  against  it  of 

$28,000.  Thla  Is  equal  to  mortgaging  a 
$9,000  property  for  $23,000.  On  the 
north  part  of  Douglas  Street  a  man 
has  lived  there  for  years  owning  his 
small  house  and  lot  Improvements 
were  carried  out  by  the  city  for  which 
he  moat  now  pay  $08  a  month.  This 
man  earns  $70  a  month.  The  annual 
taxes  on  1$  acres  of  farm  land  off  Hill- 

side Avenue  jnst  Inside  the  city  limits 
la  $1,01$.  One  property  consisting  of 
a  lot  with  4$  feet  frontage  and  a  mod- 

em six-roomed  bungalow  on  Douglas 
Street  Just  south  of  the  Bumslde  Road 
fire  hall,  la  charged  $$00  a  year  for 
fifty  years,  the  greater  part  of  this 
being  for  local  Improvements.  The 
house  was  built  three  years  ago  at  a 
coat  of  $2,000.

the  street  paving  and  expropriation  by- 
laws from  1010  to  1910,  117  were  un- 

dertaken on  the  petition  of  the  prop- 
erties affected,  while  873  were  Initiated 

by  the  Council,  under  special  power 

from  tho  Provincial  Government. 
Mr.  Cross  suggested  an  amendment  to 

the  Municipal  Act  prohlbltlri|  any 

Council  from  undertaking  any  improve- 
ment without  a  petition  from  the  ma- 
jority of  owners  and  those  represent/tig 

more  than  one-half  the  value  of  the 

property  to  be  affected.  This  lias 
already  been  recommended  to  the  Pro* 
vlnclal  Legislature  this  year  by  the 

Union  of  B.  C.  Municipalities. 

Mr.  Cross  declared  that  the  Real  Es- 
tate Exchange  Is  on  record  as  favoring 

the  assumption  by  the  city  of  the  dif- 
ference between  the  estlmatsd  and  the 

actual  cost  of  local  Improvements,  re- 

lieving the  property  owners  of  this  ex- 
tra and  unwarranted  liability.  His  rea- 
son was  that  the  extra  cost  waa  due  to 

the  Inaccuracy  or  neglect  of  city  offi- 
cials, and  the  city  Is  responsible  for  the 

acts  of  Its  agents. 

Another  suggestion  from  the  same 
source  waa  that  the  city  should  capital- 

ise the  total  of  tax  delinquencies  of  all 

sorts,  amounting  to  $2,300,000,  induce 
property  owners  to  pay  interest  on 
these  back  taxes  at  8  per  cent,  and  ear- 

mark it  for  the  assumption  by  the  city 

of  the  difference  between  the  estimated 

and  actual  cost  of  local  Improve- 
ments. Ths  city  comptroller  estlmatsd 

thla  would  take  $136,000  a  year.  Mr. 

Cross  declared  that  property  owners 

would  feel  better  disposed  to  do  some- 
thing If  they  were  told  they  had  to  pay 

only  the  Interest  on  the  back  taxes  for 

the  next  few  years.

Mr.  Howard  Chapman  aald  that  the

HEAR  CHARGES  OF 
I1AMIL  ASSEMBLY 

Chinese  Cases  Arising  Out  of 
Recent  Riot  Are  Continued 

in  Police  Cou/t— Ten  Men 
Charged. 

Sir  Frederick  Williams-Taylor,  tho 
general  manager,  dwelt  especially  with 
the  mala  features  of  tho  changes  la 

tho  bank' a  business  during  the  Course 
of  the  year  and  tho  manner  la  which 
Canada's  adverae  trade  balance  had  dis- 

appeared as  though  by  magic.  Sir  Fred- 
erick said  la  part: 

"Tho  outstanding  business  feature  In 
Caaada  lo  an  Industrial  condition  mora 
abnormal  In  character  than  over  before 
in  the  bistort  of  thla  bank,  or  of  thla 
country. 

"The  same  atatement  applies  ia  a 
greater  or  leaser  degree  to  several  bel- 

ligerent aad  neutral  countries,  but  In 
Canada  conomlo  conditions  as  well  are 

'In  aa  unnatural  states.  This  Is  partly 
due  to  the  war,  also,  a  result  of  sus- 

pended immlgatlon  and  of  lengthy  period 
of  aa  extravagance  of  which  we  are 
oow  feeling  the  cumulative  effect. 

"Caaada  aold  her  record  crop,  of  last 
year  at  high. prices,,  aa.  la. the.  yearn  of 
tho  American  Civil  War,  while  this  year 
we  are  disposing  of  a  moderate  crop 
at  such  steadily  mounting  prices  that 
we  agalo  reap  a  golden  harvest  about 
equal  la  amount  to  that  of  1916.  The 

total  value  of  last  year's  crop  was 
|7I9,0«0,000. 
"Our  much  criticised  adverse  trade 

balance  haa  disappeared  aa  though  by 
magic,  aad  our  exports  are  aow  vastly 
la  excess  of  our  Imports." 

"The  transient  nature  of  our  Increas- 
ed exports  alooe  is  a  simple  Index  to 

a  situation  that  commands  tho  atten- 
tion of  all  thinking  people. 

"These  views  amy  aot  bo  acceptable 
to  all,  but  they  are  common  sense  and 
baaed  upon  arithmetical  facta.  To  bo 
forewarned  Is  to  bo  forearmed. 

"These  are  the  mala  factors  that  have 
influenced  and  will  influence  the  bank- 
Ink  position— the  movement  la  deposits 
aad  loaaa  aad  tho  safety  of  both. 
Therefore,  la  my  opinion,  the  business 
of  thla  bank  should  bo  conducted  with 
suoh  views  plainly  before  aa  until  the 
situation  clears. 

"These  are  two  obvious  means  of 
lightening  Canada's  coming  burden,  via. 
thrift  aad  immigration.  Tho  two  are 
closely  allied,  for  only  by  practising  na- 

tional and  personal  economy  or  thrift 
oaa  w*  reduce  our  high  coat  of  living 
—that  moot  effective  barrier  to  immi- 

gration. Upon  immigration  we  mainly 
depend  for  tho  fuller  development  Of 
our  unsurpassed  natural  reeoureea. 

"Thrift  la  overdue  but  oaa  bo  etartod 
forthwith:  immigration  moat  wait  bat 
should  fellow  la  ■  aatural  oequenc*.  X

Mr.  J.  S.  Brandon,  who  lo  associated 
with  Mr.  Thornton  Fell,  K.C.,  for  tho 
defence,  obtained  leave  to  consolidate 
the  separate  charges  upon  which  the 
various  accused  men  had  boon  arrested. 

All  the' other  informations  were  with- 
drawn, and  a  general  charge  of  unlaw, 

ful  assembly  took  tholr  place. 
Mr.  Brandon  said  It  would  bo  shown 

that  the  men  In  custody,  with  plana 
pro-arranged,  had  with  others  went  to 
tho  meeting  on  October  •  with  the  In- 

tention of  waging  war  against  the  mem- 
bers of  the  Chinese  Benevolent  Asso- 

ciation. Tho  members  of  the  Chinese 
Benevolent  Association,  with  tbo  excep- 

tion of  the  president  and  vice-president 
who  were  usurpers,  were  Christian  law- 
abiding  men,  respected  by  white  people 
and  Chinese  alike.  An  endeavor  would 
bo  made  to  connect  the  accused  with 
a  discredited  organ Uatlon  which  sought 
to  control  gam blfng  affairs  in  the  city. 
.There  wore  a .  large  body  of  Chinese 
in  tbo  city  who  hoped  to  secure  control 

of  the  Benevolent  Association  "and  pre- vent It  being  managed  by  tho  more  re- 
spectable element.  The  outbreak  bad 

occurred  In  an  attempt  by  the  members 
to    exercise    their   rights. 
Tbo  first  witness  waa  Walter  Loo, 

translator  for  tho  Chlneaa  oowapaper, 
Tha.  New  Republic.  To  Mr.  Fall  ho  said 
that  on  tho  night  of  the  fight  he  heard 
voices  in  the  ball  of  tho  Chee  Kong 
Tong  and  saw  a  big  crowd  of  men  as- 

cending the  stairs.  He  bad  at  one  time 
been  a  member  of  that  body,  but  did 
not  like  It  and  had  withdrawn.  During 
a  acufflo  at  the  school  he  had  heard 
oao  man  call  out  that  all  men  of  tho 
Chinese  National  League  would  bo

Cross-examined  by  Mr.  Moresby,  wit-

Dummy  guns  were 
used.  As  to  why  It  waa  done— It  waa 

good   for  exercise. 
Mr.  Fell's  letter  to  the  police  prior 

to  the  riot  was  read.  It  stated  that  a 
minority  of  the  Chinese  having  control 
of  tbo  chief  offices  of  tho  Benevolent 
Association  had  attempted  to  prevent 

the  'majority  from,  attending  the  meet- 
ings to  exercise  their  legal  right  In 

the  management  of  the  society.  There- 
fore the  police  were  asked  to  allow  all 

Chlneaa  to  onter  tha  hall  at  tha  meet- 
ings who  wished   to   do  so.

At  the  afternoon  session  Chan  But 
examined  by  Mr.  Brandon,  aald  ho  waa 
a  drygooda  merchant  aad  a  local 
preacher  of  tho  Methodist  faith.

that  the  provtalona  of  the  Blectlorta  Act, 
reoulrlng  that  the  ballot*  ahould  ha 

a  tamped  with  the'  returning  officer's 
stamp,  had  not  been  compiled  with.  The 

fact  that  the  Military  Forces  Voting- 
Act  did  hot  specifically  require  such 
a  tamp  did  not.  at r.  Stacpoole  argued,  do 
away   with    the   requirement. 

Mr.  McCurdy,  la  a  typewritten  eta  la- 
ment aubraltted  to  Judge  Lampman. 

based  his  objections  to  the  aoldlers' 
vote  on  several  grounds.  After  refer- 

ring to  a  number  of  points  which,  he 
claimed,  ware  fatal  to  the  contention 

that  the  aoldlera'  vote  waa  legal,  Mr.

cancelled;  whereas  the'  count  was  given 
as  21  for  each  candidate. 

Judge  Lampman,  however,  ruled  that 
the  count  should  stand. 
On  the  question  of  the  lack  of  the 

official  etamp  of  the  presiding  officer  on 

the  hack  of  the  soldiers'  ballots.  Mr. 
Miller  argued  that  nene  such  waa  re- 

quired; that  the  provisions  of  the  Gen- eral Elections  Act  requiring  such  a 

mark  were  not  applicable  to  the  sol- 
diers' ballots  as  the  Military  Forces 

Voting  Act  prescribes  regulations  which 
covered  the  balloting  by  soldiers,  and 
no  mention  of  the  official  stamp  was 

made.  Further,  the  aoldlera*  ballot  bed 
to  be  marked  In  the  presence  of  the  pre- 

siding officer,  who  hed  to  see  that  It  waa 
placed  In  the  required  envelope  on  the 

beck  of  which  the  soldier's  declaration 
was  made,  and  a  certificate  signed  by 

tha  presiding  officer  appeared.  This 
procedure  fully  met  e  situation  which, 
under  the  General  Elections  Act  called 
for  the  official  stomp  on  tha  hack  of  the ballot 

"I  suppose  this  will  go  to  the  Court 
of  Appeal,"  remarked  Judge  Lampman.

lation. It  Is  due  largely  to  the  spirit 

of  loyalty  ef  our  people  and  a  determin- 
ation to  da  all  within  them  to  bring  the 

war  to  sa  early  and  successful  conclu- 
sion. 

So  far,'  a  depletion  of  Bank  deposits 
la  consequence  of  these  contributions 
has  not  taken  place;  in  fact,  they  show 

month  by  month  a  gratifying  Increase. 
It  must  not  be  forgotten,  however,  that 
those  increases  are  only  partially  due 
to  tho  savings  of  our  people.  They  may 
ho  accounted  for  to  a  very  considerable 
extant  by  ths  husbanding  of  resources 
by  our  large  corporations,  a  prudent  and 
Wise  precaution  In  view  of  the  uncertain 
conditions  which  now  prevail  and  will 
continue  to  exist  during  ths  continuance 
of  tho  war. 

The  Minister  of  Finance,  to  whom  the 
country  owes  much  for  his  wise  and 
far-seeing  administration  of  our  flnan* 
eial  affairs,  will  doubtless  keep  in  view 
these  conditions  when  making  further

creased during  the  last  ysar  or  two,  no

charge  on  account  of  public  debt,  and 
a  resulting  taxation.

Ths  outstanding  business  feature 
la  Canada  Is  an  industrial  condition 
more  abnormal  In  character  than  ever 
before  In  the  history  of  this  Bank,  or 
of  this  country. 
The  aame  statement  applies  in  a 

greater  or  lesser  degree  to  several 
belligerent  and  neutral  counties,  but 
in  Canada  ecdnomlc  conditions  as  well 
are  In  an  unnatural  state.  This  Is 
partly  due  to  the  war,  also  a  result  of 
suspended  Immigration  and  of  a  lengthy 
period  of  an  extravagance  of  which  We 
are  now  feeling  the  cumulative  effect. 

Canada  sold  her  record  crop  of  last 
year  at  high  prices,  aa  In  the  years  of 
tho  American  Civil  Wnr,  while  this  year 
we  are  disposing  of  a  moderate  crop 
at  such  steadily  mounting  prices  that 
ws  again  reap  a  golden  harvest  about 
equal  in  amount  to  that  of  1910.  The 

total  value  of  last  year's  crop  was  |7tt,- 000,000. 
Our  much  criticised  adverse  trade 

balance  has  disappeared  as  though  by 
magic,  and  our  exports  are  now  vastly 
In  excess  of  our  Importo. 
The  present  buoyant  industrial  condi- 

tions ars  obviously  the  direct  outcome 
of  a  steadily  Increasing  demand  by  tho 
Allies  for  food,  clothing,  and  othsr  mu- 

nition of  war  at  rapidly  rising  prices, 
yielding  large  profits  to  the  producers. 
Payment  for  these  war  sxports  and 

for  our  surplus  crops,  coupled  with 
loans  of  |S7I,000,000  effected  In  New 
York  since  the  outbreak  of  hostilities,

The  season  has  not  been  good  for 
agriculture.  Yield*  of  grain,  roots  and

In  ihe  days  of  our  heavy  borrowing  In 
London,  but  so  undreamed  of  that  we 
can  advantageously  ponder  on  what 
might  have  been  our  condition  had  there 
been  no  war. 

An  American  authority  has  said: 
"Ths  wnr  has  saved  the  United  States 
from  a  great  Industrial  and  financial 

calamity." In  many  respects  conditions  in  Can- 
ada are  comparable  with  those  In  the 

United  States.  In  two  notable  respects 
tbey  differ.  Our  neighbors  across  the 
border  are  adding  to  their  wealth  nt  a 
pace  without  precedent  in  history,  hut, 
unlike  the  Dominion,  unpenallsed  by  In- 

creasing national  dsbt  snd  loss  of 
human  life. 

There  la  another  slds  to  this  picture 
011  which  it  Is  not  well  to  dwell  unduly, 
but  which  should  be  kept  clearly  before 
us.  Post-bellum  conditions  will 
surely  weigh  upon  us  mors  heavily 
or  lass  heavily,  In  proportion 
to  our  present  indifference  or  our 
foresight,  snd  in  direct  ratio  to  ths 
Stops  Ws  take  to  provide  for  inevitable 
problems  snd  difficulties.  Our  agri- 

cultural production  brings  not  only  pros- 
pert  ty  but  stability;  opart  therefrom, 
though  the  cost  of  those  alleged  good 
tlmeg  will  not  fall  equally  upon  indi- 

viduals, Canada  as  a  whole  will  pay,  and 

Is  paying  already,  In  hard  cash,  reflected 
In  a  formidable  national  debt  and  la  a 
great  public  debt  per  capita.  Ws  are 
also  paying  In  that  most  priceless  of 
all  treasures,  the  blood  of  tho  manhood 
of  our  country.  So  far,  ths  cost  to  as 
ef  the  war  Is  14.000  lives  plus  46.000 
casualties^  aad  In  money  f  SM.ooo.oeo. 

The  tranolsnt  nature  of  our  increased 
exports  alone  is  a  simple  Index  to  a 
situation  that  commands  ths  attention 
of  ell  thinking  people. 

These  views  may  not  bs  acceptable  to 
all,  but  tbey  are  common  sense  and 
sewed  upon  arithmetical  facta  To  be 
forewarned  is  to  be  forearmed. 

These  are  the  mala  factors  that  have 
influenced  and  will  Influence  tho  bank- 

ing position — tho  movement  In  deposits 
and  loans  and  tho  safety  of  both.  There- 

fore, In  my  opinion,  the  business  of 
tale  Bank  should  he  conducted  with 
such  views  plainly  before  us  until  the 
si  1  us tl on   « tears. 

There  are  two  obvious  means  of 
lightening  Canada's  coming  burdeaj  oav, 
thrift  aad  Immigration.  The  two  are 
closely  allied,  for  only  by  prustMhsg 
national  and  p arsenal  economy  or  thrift 
can  wa  reduce  ear  high  seat  of  It 
that  moat  effective  barrier  to  Imi 

tlcn.  Upon  immigration  we  mainly  de-

While 
ths  catch  of  fish  was  not  as  large  as 
last  year,  this  condition  has  been  offset 
by  higher  prices.

There  has  been  a  largely  increased

Live  stock  has  increased,  with  the 
exception  of  hogs.

ly on  receipt  of  the  official  dispatches  la 
Washington.  They  win  be  forwarded 
to  all  the  Entente  countries  where  the 
United  States  represents  the  Central 
Powers  diplomatically. 

Action  uncertain 

Whether  the  United  States  would 
accompany  transmission  with  any  com- 

ment or  suggestion.  It  was  Indicated, 
depends  entirely  upon  the  nature  of 

the  proposal  and  whether  It  Is  consid- 
ered likely  of  consideration.  If  the  of- 

fer Is  deemed  one  which  all  eldes  might 
negotiate,  the  United  States  probably 
would  urge  that  it  be  taken  up. 

They  are  understood  to  propose  the 
complete  restoration  of  the  occupied 
portions  of  Belgium  and  France  in  re- 

turn for  Germany's  captured  colonies 
and  to  dispose  of  the  Balkan  situation, 
because  of  its  extremely  complicated 
nature,  fn  the  peace  conference. 

The  foreign  embassies  and  legations 
received  their  information  of  the  event 

through  the  Associated  press  dis- 
patches. On  every  hand  the  discussion 

turned  on  what  had  moved  Germany 
and  her  allies  to  make  their  proposals 
at  this  tlms.  Although  for  many  weeks 
there  haa  been  persistent  and  official- 

ly denied  reports  that  some  peace  pro- 
posal was  about  to  be  made  by  Presi- 

dent Wilson,  there  was  no  open  indica- 
tion that  the  Central  Powers  them- 

selves were  about  to  make  It.  General- 
ly the  announcement  came  as  a  distinct 

surprise  through  official  and  diplomatic 
circles. 

To  Isolate  Britain 

One  prevailing  opinion  was  that  the 
Germanic  allies  had  brought  out  their 

peace  offer  at  this  time  with  the  ex- 
pectation of  making  terms  which 

might  be  acceptable  to  the  Allies  of 
Great  Britain,  and  In  effect  might  pos- 

sibly cause  the  British  Government  to 
yield  to  the  pressure  of  the  nations 
fighting  with  her.  In  this  connection, 
the  recent  crisis  In  Russia,  in  which 

the  Duma  Interfered  to  prevent  the  ne- 
gotiations of  a  separate  peace  with  Ger- 

many, was  recalled  as  an  Indication  of 
what  the  German  Foreign  Office  might 

be  looking  forward  to  In  peace  negoti- ations. 

.  It  haa  been  generally  acknowledged 
In  Entente  circles  that  efforts  would  be 
made  by  Germany  to  conclude  peace 
separately  with  her  enemies,  but  so  far 
all  the  Entente  nations  have  reiterated 

their  intention  to  adhere  to  their  agree- 
ment made  early  in  the  war  not  to  tnaks 

a  separate  peace. 
The' recent  death  of  the  Austrian  Em- 

peror, Francis  Joseph,  and  the  succes- 
sion of  Emperor  Charles  to  the  throne 

of  the  dual  monarchy  also  was  discuss- 
ed as  one  of  the  considerations  which 

might  have  been  a  factor  In  bringing 
out   peace   proposals   at   this   time.

BERLIN,  Dec.  18.— Germany's  answer 
to  the  American  note  regarding  the  de- 

portation of  Belgians  Is  confined  almost

It  concludes 
with  en  expression  of  regret  that  the 
United  States  has  never  seen  fit  to  pro- 

test against  what  it  describes  as  the 
dragging  off  of  Germans  from  East 
Prussia,  Alsace  and  other  placee  to  Si- 

beria and  elsewhere.  These  actions,  of 

which  It  accuses  the  Allies,  are  char- 
acterised in  the  reply  as  a  severe  vio- 

lation of  the  laws  of  humanity.

The  note  declares  that  the  German
